How to kill
«A KELOID” (Keloid & its treatment)

What is a keloid?
Pallab Dasgupta
Asst. Prof.

‘Keloid’ is the abnormal growth of fibrous tissues that usually occurs
when the skin suffers an injury. Keloids can be considered to be ‘scars’ that
donot know when to stop. “A Keloid”, sometimes is also referred to as a keloid
scar, which is a tough, heaped up scar that rises quite abruptly above the rest
of the skin. It usually has a smooth top and a pink or purple colour. Keloids are
irregularly shaped and tend to enlarge progressively. Most scientists believe that
keloids can’t form on their own ad that groth can be associated with a very
minor injury like an insect bite or an acne scar and can extened beyond the
margin of the injury. Keloids are not contagious but they can be accompanied
by sever itching and occasionally pain too.

What is the difference between a keloid and a hypertrophic scan?

After skin unjury, the healing process usually leaves a flat scar
Sometimes the scar is hypetrophic of thickened put remains confined to the
margin of the wound. The hypertrophic scars tend to be redder and may subside
the themselves. Treatment such as injections of cortisone can speed up this
process.

Keloidby contrast, may start sometime after the injury and extend bey and
the wound site. This tendency tomigrate into the surrounding areas that areut
injury. Keloids typically appear appear following surgery or injury, but they can
also appear spontaneously or as a result of some slight inflammation such as
acne, burns, piercings etc.

Wja os the cause of Keloids?

The exact cause of kelad has not been discovered yet put the changes in
the cellular singals that control grown and proliferation of collagen tissues may

be related to the process of keloid formation but these chauges have not yet
been characterized scienticfically.

“Mars is the Fourth planet from the sun in the solar system, Named after the
Roman God of war, it is often deserbed as the “Red Planet”  as the iron oxide
prevalent an its surfice gives it a reddish appearance. Until the first successful fly by
of Mars, Occurred in 1965 by Mariner-4, many speckled about the presence of ligwd
water or the planet’s surface. This was based an observed periodic variations in light
& dark patches, particularly in the polar latitudes, which appeared to be in scas &
continents.

Belore space exploration, Mars was considered to be the best candidate for
harboring extra terrestrial - life. Astronomers  thought that  saw straight lines
crisserossing it, surface. This led to the popular belict that irrigation beings. Another
season for scientists to expect life on Mars had to do with the apparent seasonal
colour changes on he plancts surface. This phenomenon led to speculation that
conditions might support a blow of Martian vegetatian during the warmer months &
cause plant life to became dormant during colder periods.

Human populations is constantly growing which will in business as usual scenario
lad to over population of our plant and need to search for new habitable planes & new
super Earths. 1T we were it judge by many of sci-li movies & literature, mars would
be the perpect candidate to start the human coloutation but sadly the reality suggests
same thing completely different.

Several recent studies showed that mars has an abundance of icc which has led to
a theory that the Martian soil may have what it takes to support life, namely liquid
water in order to make conclusion whether Mars is habitable or not, the scientists
have spent these years analyzing date martian soil & the tidal result was not positive.

The scientists have concluded that the ‘Red planet’ is too hostile for any life to
survive on the planet’s surface because of the super drought that has mars in arid state
for more than 600 million years.

There is also a very interesting theory that mars may'have had a warmer and wetter
period in its earlicr history more than three million years ago. The researchers have
continued this and have discoveed that the mars has been exposed to liquid water for
at most, 5,000 years since its {ormation million of ycars ago.

The sal our mars is uniform across the entire planet as was shower by satellite and
the previous studies which draw the conclusion that the liquid water has been on the
surface mars for far too short a time life to develop an its surface.

Some believe that the proof of previous life an mars can still be found underground
the surface & it is expected that future NASA studies will focus on mars underground
in search for evidence of previous life an Red planet.

The extreme aridity of mars makes future colonization of Red planet impossible,
at least when judging by today’s standards. So far mars definitely doesn’t to be having
any similarities with the new super carth.

A CLONE OF PERFECT

There is a verse in the Scriptures: Purnat purnam udachyate. The perfect come
from the perfect is the law of natural development. A question may well be raiseq
here, for if something is perfect to begin with, and also perfect later, how is there apy
‘development’? ... If the verse said: “Form the imperfact come the perfect”, it woulzi
be understandable to talk of development; but to say that “form the perfect comes the
perfect” seems quite meaningless.

Yes, such language is undoubtedly seemed meaningless, but there is a profound
meaning hidden within it. Perfect from the perfect, i.., from that which is small, but
perfect, arises that which is great, and also perfect. A new born baby is a perfect
whole, and is a young man of twenty is also perfect one. The former is an example
of ‘small perfect’, the latter of the ‘large perfect’. It is not that the baby has one eye
and half a nose and the full youth two eyes and a complete as well as perfect. The
difference is merely that one is small and other is large. Similar kinds of examples,
ten (10) inch straight-line and twelve (12) inch straight-line; a circle of two (2) inches
diameter and another one is of four (4) inches diameter. All of the above objects are
perfect but they only differ by their size.

Write a zero (0) on the black board is about the size of a gooseberry, and seen under
microscope it look like as large as pumpkin. What did the microscope do? Did it
make imperfect zero to perfect one or a small zero to large one? Is it not clear that
the microscope turned a perfect zero of the smallness of a gooseberry into a perfect
zero of the largeness of a pumpkin? Now the real truth is that education cannot do
much more than this. A good definition of education would be that it turns a little zero
into a big zero as like as microscope do i.e., I mean to say the self improvement of
a student by education, which are of immense value.

But joking apart, if we grasp the essence of this verse, we shall see that “from the
perfect come the perfect” in a new watchword (motto) of natural development. At five
o’clock in the morning I see the tree in front of me as a dim shape. I can see whole
of it, but not clearly. I do not see the quarter of a tree at 5 o’clock, half a tree at half-
past the five and the whole tree only after sunrise. Everybody is well-know; I see the
whole each time, first a dim whole, then a rather clearer whole, and lastly a perfectly
clear whole. The sunlight has developed my sight of the tree from the dim to rather
clear, from rather clear to very clear, but always it was the development of that whole

tree. This is the natural development from a small whole to a large whole, from a dim
whole to a clear whole.

Let us look at another example which will clarify the meaning of both phrases-

“perfect from perfect” and also “perfect from imperfect”. Let us suppose that we are
standing on sea-shore. There are no vessels of any short in sight, but a little latter a



ship begins to come into view. That is to say, only topmost portions of it come into
view. As the minutes pass the middle portion becomes visible, and finally the whole
ship. As it draws nearer, its outlines become clearer, From the moments of its first
z.-lppearance up to the time when we saw it whole, our vision of the ship grew “from
impetfect to perfect” and afterwards “from perfect to pefect”.

A teacher takes up with his pupils the geography of India. First he shows the
children a map of whole country, then he tell them about various states, and then
about river of each state. After that he point out the places in each state which are of
importance from a historical, religious or commercial points of view. In this way he
proceeds to more and more elaborate details. This teacher is developing the children’s
knowledge “from perfect to perfect”. Another teacher is also teaching the geography
of India. First he makes the pupils familiar, in details, with the features of one district,
then of second district, and so step by step with those of the state. At that point the
pupils have a very elaboate knowledge of the feature of one state, but none whatever
of the other states. The teacher then goes on, in the same way, to deal in details with
the featues of other states. In this way the pupils acquire at Jast knowledge of the
whole India. So far as the geography of India is concened, this teacher can be said
to develop the children knowledge “from impefect to perfect”.

“From imperfect toward perfect” this is the law of the growth of the soul. It is this
that has to be applied in any kind of spiritual development. The moral of this passage
is to saying about the development of pefectness, by both phenotype and genotypic
character not a superficial one. In my imagination in this universe everything is a
perfect one i.e., at present everyone is perfect and will be more perfect with the help
of success story if he/she fixes his/her goal, dream, desire, dedication and destination.



Orphan Drugs

Some countries have defined a rare disease based on a prevalence of 0.1-0.5% of the
population. A rare disease is sometimes referred to as an orphan diseasee. An ‘orphan drug’ is
defined as a drug to treat a rare disease. The term ‘orphan drug’ originated from the belief that
there were drugs that no pharmaceutical sponsor wanted to develop and market, and thus they
were like homeless orphans. The designation of orphan disease varies in different countries
depending upon the ratios viz. EU: 5 per 10,000 individuals, USA: 7.5 per 10,000 individuals,
Japan: 4 per 10,000 individuals, Australia: 1 per 10,000 individuals.

There are estimated 4000-8000 rare diseases, but no one has actually counted them. Many of
these diseases involve genetic problems and often are related to birth defects that are poorly
characterized or involve permanent defects of nerve, muscle or bone which cannot be corrected
with drugs.

Almost all marketed drugs are used to treat some rare diseases. A few examples among the
largest selling drugs in the world include propranolol, which is used to treat idiopathic
hypertrophic subaortic stenosis (in addition to the more well-known cardiovascular diseases),
cimetidine, which is used to treat Zollinger-Ellison Syndrome (in addition to duodenal ulcers),
and all antibiotics used to treat rare bacterial infections, in addition to common ones.

A regulatory requirement for less toxicology data is based both on the difficuty of Obtainiy,
the data as well as the benefit risk ratio for getting the product to market rapidly. A more Fﬂpiﬁ

regulatory review may be anticipated for products of high medical value.
These results from the medical need of society for the drug, the smaller application (dossicr)

compared to other drugs with substantially more data and the high priority of the application, |,
most circumstances, there will be a waiver of administrative fees charged (e.g. user fees) fo,

orphan drugs to be reviewed.
Standards of manufacturing and quality control for orphan drugs are identical to those of nop

orphan drugs. In some situations, a few differences are that fewer validation batches may he
required and the duration of stability tests may be addressed while the drug is being evaluated

by the regulatory authority, or in exceptional cases, after the product is on the market.
Most drugs that could be used for rare diseases for not have great medical value in terms of
safety; efficacy or practical reasons (e.g. number of doses required per day, unpleasant taste, cost).

The opportunity costs of developing an orphan drug must always be considered.
In considering whether or not to undertake this activity, most large companies have indirectly

said that they will not develop orphan drugs because they have implemented financial hurdles that
extermely few orphans could meet. As a result, companies usually have specific reasons for
developing orphan drugs. An approved indication is not always necessary in order for a marketed

drug to capture a rare disease market for which it is also found to be active.
The medical value of a drug may be independent of the efficacy and rarity of the disease. For

example, for Wilson’s disease there are several products on the market that are effective and yet
additional ones are still being developed. Penicillamine is often effective, but often causes serious
adverse reactions. Zinc acetate and trientine are newer products and molybdenum is being

evaluated for the same indication.

Orphan Drug Act in India
The established and developed countries have captures the importance of orphan drug

regulation offering several incentives along with fast approval process for the pharmaceutical
manufacturers. The developing countries like India would be affected a lot during third world war
with rare disease. Need for such an act is evident, initiative from the Indian Pharmacists and the
Government to implement such Laws would strengthen the health infrastructure, manufacturers
and provide relief to the numerous rare disease sufferers across the countfy. A group of
pharmacologists at a conference held by the Indian Drugs Manufactures Association (IDMA) in
2001, requested the Indian Government to establish the Orphan Drug act in India. If such
h?gislau'on could be implemented, it will be a benefit not only to pharmaceutical and
blotec.hnological‘ Indu.?try but will also bring relief to the unlisted very possible large groups of
rare dfscase sufferers in the country. The national orphan drug regulation should offer lucrative
incentive, economic outcome and market exclusivity rights to the rare drug manufacturer to enjoy
the reasonable profit and interest for invstment in the R & D of rare drugs.

In the year 1981 Center of Disease Control & Prevention (CDC) in USA found a new kind of
virus which were diminishing the Human Immune System. In the year 1984, USA scientists
named 1t Human T-Cell Lymphotropic Strain I (HTLV III) and in France it was named
Lymphadenopathy Associated Virus (LAV). Then after in 1986, this virus was renamed. Today we
all know this Virus by name Human Immunodeficiency Virus loudly HIV.

What is HIV?

This HIV infects cells of the immune system by destroying or impairing their function.
Infection with the virus results in the progressive deterioration of the immune system leading to
“Immune Deficiency.” The immune system is considered deficient when it can no longer fulfill
its role of fighting infection and disease. Infections associated with severe immunodlficiency are
known as “opportunistic infections,” because they take advantage of a weakened immune system.

What is AIDS?

Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome or Acquired Immuo Deficiency Syndrome
(AIDS) is a disease of the human immune system caused by the human immunodeficiency virus
(HIV). Acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS) is a surveillance term defined by the
United States Centers of Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and by the European Centre for
the Epidemiological Monitoring of AIDS (EuroHIV). The term AIDS applies to the most
advanced stages of HIV infection, defined by the occurrence of any of more than 20 opportunistic

infections or HIV-related cancers.

How can people get AIDS?

HIV can be spread through any type of unprotected sex (oral, vaginal, or anal) if one of the
partners has the virus. This can happen when body fluids such as semen, vaginal fluids, or blood
from an infected person get into the body of someone who is not infected. Someone can become
infected even if only tiny amounts of these fluids are spread. Everyone who has unprotected sex
with an infected person is at risk of contracting HIV, but people who already have another
sexually transmitted disease (STD) arc even more at risk. HIV can be spread sexually from a guy
to a girl, a girl to a guy, a guy to a guy, and a girl to a girl. Sharing needles to inject drugs or
steroids is another way that HIV can be passed to other people. Sharing of ncedles for tattoos,
piercings, and body art can also lead to infection. Someone with HIV who shares a ncedle also
shares the virus, which lives in the tiny amounts of blood attached to the needle. Sharing needle
also can pass hepatitis annd other serious infections to another person. Also, newborn babies are
at risk of getting the HIV virus from their mothers if they’re infected. This can happen before the

baby is born, during birth, or through breastfeeding.

How quickly does a person infected with HIV develop AIDS?

The length of time can vary widely between individuals. Left unteated, the majority of people
infected with HIV will develop signs of HIV-related illness within 5-10 years. However, the time
between HIV infection and an AIDS diagnosis can be 10-15 years, sometimes longer. Anti

Retroviral Therapy (ART) can slow the discase progression by decreasing an infecteg Person®
viral load. s

HIV is a clever virus and it can change its shape quickly. HIV infection it self people confirmeg
as a AIDS infected people HIV seeks out and destroys CCRS expressing CD4* celles during acute
infection, A vigorous immune response eventually controls the infection and initiates the clinica]|
latent phase. However, CD4* T cells in mucosal tissues remain depleted throughout the infect,,
although enough remain to initially ward off life-threatening infections.

Continuous HIV replication results in a state of generalized immune activation persisting
throughout the chronic phase. Results from the activity of several HIV gene products ang
depletion of mucosal CD4* T cells cause is the breakdown of the immune surveillance syste,

The pathophysiology of AIDS is complex. Ultimately, HIV causes AIDS by depleting CD4- T
helper lymphocytes. This weakens the immune system and allows opportunistic infections,

A major cause of CD4" T cell lose appears to result from their heightened susceptibility 1o
apoptosis when the immune system remains activated. Eventually, the minimal number of CD4:
T cells necessary to maintain a sufficient immune response is lost, leading to AIDS.

Though
these drugs are not able to rid the body of HIV, they can significantly delay the onset of AIDS,
and can help clients experience better health, Zidovudine (JINN) or azidothymidine (AZT) is a
nucleoside analog reverse-transeriptase inhibitor (NRTI), a type of antiretroviral drug used for the
treatment of HIV/AIDS.

How can we stop infection from others?

1. Know Partner'’s Status

HIV-AIDS-Test-Kit.com reports that individuals should not engage in sex with a new partner
unless they know the HIV status of that partner even if individuals plan on having condom-
protected sex.

2. Use a Condom

While not 100 percent effective, condom use is still an effective means of preventing the spread
of HIV among sexually active individuals. Individuals should use a new condom every time they
have sex. Condoms should be used during oral, vaginal or anal sex.

3. Do Not Share Needles

Individuals who share needles for injection of intravenous drug use are at a high risk for HIV
infection. Individual should use safe disposable needles.

4. Prevent Mother-Child Infection during Childbirth

HIV can be transmitted from a mother to her baby during pregnancy, labor and delivery and
breast feeding. Some precautions may be taken to reduce this risk of transmission. Women can
take a course of antiretroviral medications during their pregnancies and labors.
